SECURITY AND LIGHTING OF DESOLATE PATHWAYS
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For several years homeowners 
have been encouraged to put 

porch lights on and businesses 
have been told to leave on interior 
lights to deter thieves and prowlers 
at night.  Generally, people want 
to feel conýdent and safe at all 
times, but particularly at night 
when visibility is reduced and 
shadows abound.  Many people 
often associate sufýcient lighting 
with safety and security.  So it 
comes as no surprise that they 
have frequently asked for, and 
in many cases received, lighting 
for all types of pathways.  But is 
lighting actually improving their 
level of safety?  
 The general rule in Crime 
Prevention Through Environmental 
Design (CPTED ï pronounced 
sep-ted) is to never look at a 
property the same way again.  A 
CPTED analysis needs to include 
as much information as possible 
and I often visit the site more than 
once.  Effort is made to speak with 
the people who are affected by the 
perceived problem.  Most often I 
try to think like a criminal might 
think to understand what he/she 
might do.  By doing these things, 
I can effectively and objectively 
conduct an examination of the site, 
whether it be an industrial building, 
residence, park or pathway.  
 When the site is a pathway and 
the perceived problem is personal 
safety, the answer for many is 
the installation or improvement 
of lighting.  As users become 
conýdent using the pathway 
during the daylight hours they may 
become secure using the pathway 
at night when the lights are on.  
Along pathways where there is 
ówitness potentialô, such as on 
paths that have homes boarding 

on either side, the addition of 
lighting may have the desired sense 
of security for users.  However, 
even with the witness potential, not 
everyone will feel conýdent and 
safe.  
 

A pathway with trees and bushes 
on either side, isolated from witness 
potential, would not be appropriate 
to light.  Tom McKay, a crime 
prevention specialist with the Peel 
Regional Police stated, ñLighting 
in the absence of witnesses should 
never be equated with safety.  
Crimes routinely occur in well-lit, 
yet inadequately populated areasò.

Night users would feel a false 
sense of security because of the 
brightly lit pathway.  With very 
few people using the paths at night, 
the user is virtually alone.  They 
are put at a disadvantage from the 
beginning, as the bright lights would 
cheat them of their night vision.  An 
assailant, in the shadows with their 
night vision intact, can easily sit 
and choose a victim and the best 
opportunity to strike.  

People may believe that lighting 
would offer users the opportunity to 
see a potential problem.  If they saw 

the problem coming, they would 
have time to respond to it.  It is 
unlikely that a potential victim 
would have much time to react if 
attacked.  Even if they did react 
in time, where are they going to 
go?  Continuing to move towards 
the attacker and using defensive 
tactics are not options for many.  
Running into the trees or bushes 
will put them at a disadvantage 
and likely where the attacker was 
going to take them anyway.  The 
only option for many is to run in 
the direction that they came and 
hope that they can run faster than 
the person chasing them.  

For many years, police 
throughout North America have 
been advising people not to 
use pathways or take short cuts 
through parks or along railway 
tracks.  The reason is personal 
safety.  There is no guarantee 
of safety at any time. However, 
personal safety can be improved 
through awareness education and 
proper planning.
 Citizens and visitors deserve 
to be protected and should not 
be led down paths by the false 
sense of security provided by 



bright lights.  Therefore, lighting pathways in isolated areas is not 
recommended as it may be putting users into a personal safety crisis.
